June 9, 2015 Meeting Minutes

Co-President Frank Satterly opened the meeting at 7:06 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda:  Approved as presented.

Approval of Minutes of 5/12/2015 Meeting:  Frank moved to accept one change under Finance Report and Action on Warrants.  The GPL received from Tompkins County, not FLLS, the 2nd quarter payment. Sheri seconded the motion, and it was carried.

Special Action:  None.

Executive Session:  None.

Finance Report and Action on Warrants:  Sheri motioned to approve the warrant of $10,376.54, and Mary seconded the motion which then passed.  Sheri reviewed the YTD revenue and expenses and noted that we are in good shape to pay our obligations through the end of the fiscal year.  Sheri also moved to accept the Groton Friends of the Library donation of $512.21 for specific items already purchased.  Frank seconded the motion, and it was carried.

Building and Grounds:  Chad DeVoe and the students in the last Teen Thing for the spring planted the Youth Garden.  Will Gowen of AmeriCore Cooperative Extension brought the plants, some of which were planted, and some of which were taken home by the students.  Sara reported that the tile layer promised that the tiling of the foyer will be done by the end of June.  

Library Executive’s Report:  Please see attached.  As well, Jennifer Jones at the school lined up computer classes for the summer at the library.  Sara noted that the library will open at noon on Monday – Thursday during the months of July and August.  Sheri moved to allow Sara to carry up to 40 hours of vacation with the agreement to use the hours in the next fiscal year and not beyond.  Frank seconded the motion, and it carried.

Committee Reports:  In the Personnel Policy, since GPL is open on Saturday, the sentence which begins with “When any of the above holidays…” is no longer pertinent.  Frank moved to delete the entire sentence which begins with “When any of the above holidays...”  Sheri seconded the motion, and it was carried.  The Patron Confidentiality Policy was found to be sufficient as is.

Unfinished Business: Sara received a SmartProcure FOIL request to the Groton Public Library For PO/Vendor Information.  Sara will wait to hear from GPL’s FOIL resource in Albany before responding.  

New Business:  Since GPL’s microfilm machine is unusable, Sara suggested converting GPL’s microfilm collection to digitized copy.  This expense is not budgeted for next year, but grants may be available to help with cost.  Sara will further research what other libraries are doing to address this outdated collection issue.

Adjournment:  Sheri moved to adjourn at 8:05, Mary seconded, and the motion passed.
