Groton Public Library Board of Trustees

May 12, 2015 Meeting Minutes

Present:  Linda Bonavia, Frank Satterly, Sheri Shurtleff, Mary Roberts, Sara Knobel

Co-President Linda Bonavia opened the meeting at 7:05 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda:  Linda added one addition under Special Action for a Special Request from a board member.

Approval of Minutes for 4/14/15 Meeting:  Sheri noted that the $200 grant from Groton Rotary and the $300 grant from the Groton Community Council will increase the GPL budget line #501 for 2014-2015, not for 2015-2016. The $21,168.50 Rosen Grant will be held for the 2015-2016 fiscal year.  Sheri moved to accept the changes to the minutes, Frank seconded the motion, and it was carried.  

Special Action: Trustee Rosalie Cook requested an indefinite leave of absence due to family illness.  On a motion by Sheri, seconded by Linda, Rosalie’s leave of absence was accepted.

Executive Session: On a motion by Mary, seconded by Linda, the Board moved into Executive Session at 7:10 to discuss Staff Compensation.  At 7:25, the Board returned from Executive Session and voted unanimously upon a motion by Sheri, seconded by Frank, to accept a 2015-2016 salary schedule which increases all staff salaries by 4%.  As well, the Board approved the cleaner rate of $12 per hour.  

Finance Report and Action on Warrants:  Sheri reviewed the Accounts Payable and motioned to approve the warrant of $4081.78.  On a second by Mary, the motion passed.  Sheri reviewed the Year to Date numbers and noted that the accounts are in good order.  Under Cash Receipts, Sheri noted the GPL received from Tompkins County the 2nd quarter payment of $7329.25, and on a motion by Sheri, seconded by Linda, the Board accepted the FLLS mini-grant of $2884.00 to be used for computer classes for seniors and the purchase of 2 laptops. This month’s total receipts were $11,179.00.

Building and Grounds:  Sara reported that the tile for the foyer has been ordered.  Tim Kelly will require 3 days to complete the removal of the old flooring and the installation of the new. Frank noted that he is working on acquiring additional insulation for the basement before next winter.  Drew Montreuil will mow the lawns this summer. 

Library Executive’s Report:  See attached list.

Committee Reports:  On a motion by Frank, seconded by Sheri, the Facility Use Policy was adopted.  Further discussion on the Patron Confidentiality Policy will take place at the Policy Committee meeting on May 21 at 1:00 pm at the Town Hall.

Unfinished Business:  None.

New Business:  On a motion by Sheri, seconded by Linda, the Board approved the purchase of a Latitude E5440 at a cost of $812.13 through the FLLS Computer Bulk Order.  On a motion by Sheri, seconded by Frank, the Board gave Sara authorization to purchase a vacuum cleaner, at a cost up to $800.  On a motion by Sheri, seconded by Frank, the Board accepted Sara’s recommendation that the Library open  at noon on Mondays and Thursdays for the months of July and August.

Adjournment:  On a motion by Mary, seconded by Frank, the Board voted to adjourn at 8:17 pm.
